* Consider the length “A” and cut the door track.
* Locate the center of the door track and position door guide.
* With the guide in position, mark holes and drill using #32 drill bit
through the inside leg.
* Fasten the screws with short #6 x 3/8” screws.

* Rest rollers on the groove of the header and place the bottom of the door into the track guide. Repeat the procedure for the outside of the door.
